OLD BUSINESS:

It was reported that a General Class Exam had been given, and that Jim KD5KBU, Rob KE5KNQ, and Amy KD5HYD had been upgraded to General.  A letter of appreciation from the Mas-o-Menos bike race organizers was read, which included a check to BBARC of $400.00.  It was discussed that dues for 2007 were due on January 1st, and need to be paid as soon as possible.  Bob WA5ROE reported on a drill conducted with the EOC’s of the surrounding counties, sheriff departments, DPS, TxDot, Alpine Police Department, Sul Ross Police Department, and Hospital emergency communication facilities. The need for packet training was discussed, as was the need for antenna repairs.   

NEW BUSINESS:

HammerFest bike race at Fort Davis will be held on April 21-22, and all available hams are needed for communication support.  Senate Bill 154, which would eliminate the use of all wireless communication equipment in moving vehicles was discussed.  Efforts are being made to exempt ham operators from the bill, as they support the National Weather Service in weather observations, and other moving vehicle emergencies.  Barb KM5VM made a motion to authorize Dave to submit a letter in support of the exemption, or thanks should the exemption go through as requested, second by Jim N5JOE, motion approved.   SKYWARN training was announced for April 3rd at Lawrence Hall, Room 300, Sul Ross.  It was also announced that Echo-Link training would be conducted on May 8th, at the Sul Ross Library classroom.   The possibility of a club social was discussed, with a pot-luck supper to be held at Kokernot Lodge at a date to be announced.
