The meeting was called to order by Dave N5DO.

The minutes of the May 8, 2007 meeting was read and approved.

OLD BUSINESS:

It was reported that the proposed bill before the Texas Legislature relating to hands free wireless communication devises, did not go the floor for vote, because of the many business and governmental entities that depend on shortwave radios.  In addition to ham radio, this would have included police, ambulance, taxicabs, utility companies, etc.  Another bill was passed, which allows state employees to take up to two weeks off for emergency communications, if emergencies are certified by the governor.

NEW BUSINESS:

It was discussed that Doug N5HYD could install 146.55 on the repeater on Elephant Mountain for transmission of weather bulletins.   Bob KA1AAJ moved to authorize the installation, second by Chuck KA5PVB.  Motion approved.  Bob KA1AAJ stated that the plastic shroud over the air conditioner in the communications van needed to be replaced.  Bill W5ATO moved to allow Bob to proceed with the replacement, second by Barb KM5VM.  Motion approved.  Jim N5JOE offered to donate a High Sierra antenna for the communication van.  Bob KA1AAJ will make the installation.  Field Day 2007 on June 23rd-24th was discussed.  Participants were asked to pay $30.00 for all meals plus a 12-pack of favorite beverages, and spouses and guests of the participant $10.00 for one or more meals.  Scoring system and bonus points were discussed by Dave N5DO.  The July 4th hamburger fund raiser at Kokernot Park was discussed.  It was decided to order and prepare 400 paddies for the event.  Setup at the park to begin at 3:00 pm.  Gary Hanney of Pecos discussed a proposed run with target shooting contest to be held along the course near Pecos on August 18th, and requested ham communication assistance.  Needed for the event would be 6 hams from 9:00 am to approximately 3:00 pm.  He also discussed a series of balloon launches as a part of balloon research planned for science classes in the Pecos schools.
