The meeting was called to order by Dave, N5DO.

Angie N5MVV, Treasurer, reported $3165.45 in the checking account, and 1241.85 in the savings account.

NEW BUSINESS:

The Big Bend Ultra Run was discussed.  Bill, W5ATO, reported that the event would be on Martin Luther King Holiday Weekend, on Sunday January 20, 2008.  He presented the Club with a $350 contribution received from the race sponsors for assistance in last year’s race.  Bob, KA1AAJ, and Claire, KA1BJN, said they would go early to obtain a camp site for use of the repeater.  Additional information will be forthcoming.

Dave, N5DO, reported on the upcoming West Gulf Election for Director ans Assistant Director.

An idea had been proposed by Bob, WA5ROE, and Bill, W5ATO, to have one of the BBARC logos deposited at Embroideryco.com so that anyone who wanted any clothing with the BBARC logo could order directly from them.  Bill, KE5OG, will visit with the company about doing our logo.  A combined order for any interested persons will be placed after the next meeting.

PROGRAM:

Bob, KA1AAJ, presented the program on the club emergency communication van.  He described work which has been done recently to improve the van and listed what needed to be done next.  Discussion followed regarding an improved operating position.  Two major alternatives were discussed.  One version would have an operating position approximately 7’9” wide and 30” deep being placed from one side of the van to the other.  The position would be either in the space immediately behind the driver and front passenger seat or in the space currently occupied by the rear bed.  The second alternative was to have the operating position extend along the left hand side of the van, from behind the driver’s seat to the wall enclosing the bathroom.  This position would necessitate removing the current kitchen facility.  A vote of the members present favored the side to side version.  It was also decided to leave the exact location to the judgment of Bob, KA1AAJ, and James, K5FD, depending upon difficulties posed by the two sites.  It was approved to have a cabinet maker in Marfa build the operating position for a cost of approximately $500.
